Thanks for your response to the presentation on search engines and subject directories. As we noted, they are the primary way most people do Internet research. And yet people often don’t know a lot about how they work and why.

I know there are some specific things that students should know about these topics. So I asked you to address four questions:

· What's the difference between a subject directory and a search engine? 

· When would you use a subject directory? 

· How do search engines work?

· What are some of the top search engines and why are they rated so highly?

You went into good detail and by answering these questions, you are now far ahead of most people in your knowledge of Internet research. I think weekly, if not daily, you’ll be using search engines and subject directories to help you with your studies and work.
